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Abstract. The abstract should summarize the contents of the paper and should contain at least 70 and at most 150 words. It should be set in 9,5-point Garamond font. There should be one blank (7,5-point) line between the abstract and keywords and two blank (7,5-point) lines before the abstract and after keywords. This document is in the required format.

Keywords: We would like to encourage you to list your keywords in this section.
1 Paper Preparation

The paper should contain 5-9 pages of scientific text and 1 page of more general abstract at the end. The abstract at the end of the paper is intended for non-technical readers. Therefore, non-technical phraseology and explanation should be used.
The size of this template is 148 mm × 210 mm (A5 format). The text should be justified to occupy the full line width, so that the right margin is not ragged, with words hyphenated as appropriate. Please fill pages so that the length of the text is no less than 116 mm, if possible.
Text should be in 10-point size Garamond font and should be inset 1.6 cm from the right and left margins. For the title, please use bold 11.5-point Garamond font with left alignment. Use bold, 9,5-point Garamond font for the name(s) of the author(s), use normal, 9-point Garamond font for the address(es), and use 8,5-point Courier font for the email(s). For the main text, please use 10-point Garamond font, 1.3 line spacing and empty line between paragraphs, and use 8,5-point Garamond font for the reference list. Italic type may be used to emphasize words in running text. Bold type and underlining should be avoided. There is no need to include page numbers.

1.1 Equations
Equations should be centred and numbered with numbers in parenthesis at the right margin of the text
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1.2 Figures
Figures should be numbered and should have a caption which should always be positioned under the figures, in contrast to the caption belonging to a table, which should always appear above the table. Please center the captions between the margins and set them in 10-point Garamond font (Fig. 1 shows an example). The distance between text and figure should be about 8 mm, the distance between figure and caption about 6 mm.

1.3 Citations
For citations in the text please use square brackets and consecutive numbers: [1], [2], [3], etc. Please base your references on the examples below. The reference section must be complete. You may not omit references. Instructions as to where to find a fuller version of the references are not permissible. The following examples show a sample reference list with entries for journal articles [1], a book [2], proceedings [3], as well as a URL [4].

2 Submission

The authors should submit their files in .doc (paper), and .ppt or .pdf (poster) file format by registration form [4] with corresponding author`s name, surname, study program, and study year, not later than March 31th, 2013. For registration, please use your IPS e-Student account. We would like to draw your attention to the fact that it is not possible to modify a paper in any way, once it has been published. Every detail, including the order of the names of the authors, should be checked before the paper is submitted.

Please note that 6 page paper in this format will bring you additional COBISS points.
